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L7 Solutions claims its new $5 million contract with Western Power 

Corporation through ASG is just another step forward in its dramatic growth. 

The five-year engagement will see L7 deliver a range of services including 

network and VoIP managed infrastructure services, and has provisions for 

another two one-year extensions.

That growth looks set to continue through the year, Sullivan said, as 

opportunities around cloud computing start to be properly realised.

“Among some of our other clients, cloud computing, which has been talked 

around often in the past, is really starting to appear on roadmaps and 

projects are being undertaken,” Sullivan said.
